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Legislation passed in December of 2000 amended the Higher Education Act of 1965 so
that Student Support Services programs grants can use their funds within specified limits to award
supplemental Pell grants. Some of you have received these grants; some of you have heard about
them; and some of you have asked about them. The list of frequently asked questions below may help
you understand how we award these grants.

FAQs on Supplemental Pell Grants awarded to SSS students.

Does the U.S. Department of Education tell you who is eligible for these awards?

Yes. The criteria are as follows:
A patrticipant in the Student Support Services program
In your first two years of postsecondary education
Eligible to receive a Pell grant as determined by your FAFSA

Does this mean | cannot receive a supplemental grant if | am a junior?

No. The USDE allows the SSS staff to determine if the grant will help keep the student in classes,
working toward graduation, as long as the emphasis is on first and second year students.

Does my GPA affect my eligibility for a grant?

Yes. The USDE says that SSS staff can use its judgment to determine which students are most likely
to persist in their education and graduate. We expect you to use the services of the program and make
academic progress, maintaining at least a 2.0 each semester.

What if | already have a Pell grant that covers my tuition and books?
Your eligibility is based on total ficost of ed:l
Is it okay for me to ask SSS staff to consider me for a grant?

Yes. If you understand that you meet the eligibility criteria, you may ask about these grants. The SSS
staff reserves the right to distribute the grant funds, using its best judgment within the guidelines of
the USDE.

If | am an SSS patrticipant and am receiving a Pell grant, what is the best way for me to get a
supplemental grant?

Attend all your classes.

Use all university and program services to get help when you need it.

Keep your grades up.

Be anACTIVE SSS participant by attending workshops and social events
and keeping all appointments with your SSS advisor.
